Reading
Intent
At Brockley Primary School, we see reading as central to all our learning. Through a love of reading, our children become fluent, confident readers who are able to comprehend successfully a wide range of texts across the curriculum. Children learn the importance of reading; to support their learning within school, their success outside school and their future lives. 

Implementation
We understand the importance of parents and carers in supporting their children to develop both word reading and comprehension skills, and so we want to encourage a home-school partnership, which enables parents and carers to understand how to enhance the skills taught in school through enjoyment of reading for different purposes at home.
In Foundation Stage, children learn phonics daily to support their early reading development. Continuous provision, story times and structured phonics teaching enhance the children’s understanding of how using phonics supports early reading and how this links to everyday life.
In Key Stage 1, the children have half an hour a day of specific phonics teaching which is then applied to their reading across the curriculum throughout the day. The children read individually, in guided groups and as a whole class in order to learn a variety of different reading skills such as decoding, learning new vocabulary, asking questions to enhance understanding, using the context to work out words and their means and expressing opinions about texts. Children read for all subjects so that they can fully appreciate reading’s importance, including how their progress affects their learning now and in the future. To support reading progress children have access to interventions such as phonics, sight word recognition and reading comprehension.
In Key Stage 2, children also read individually, in guided groups and as a whole class. This provides opportunities for the children to comprehend more complex texts, make inferences beyond the literal, and discuss, in more depth, the nuances of language. Children personal preferences about the books they read for pleasure are encouraged. A variety of different types of texts are read across the curriculum and the differences between them explored in subject specific ways as well as the way that the structure supports the reader’s understanding. Children, who require support, have access to phonics, inference and pupils specific interventions.
Impact
As a result, of the way that we teach reading, the progress that the children make is clear to see in our tracking data. When visiting classroom, children read across the curriculum and its relevance and importance is an integrated part of the school day. The percentage of children who achieve the expected standard show that we are making improvements and that the children achieve well. When asked, children who say that they enjoy reading is improving all the time!
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
