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Intent
At Brockley Primary School, we follow the Derbyshire and Derby Agreed Syllabus for 2020-2025. The principal aim of this RE curriculum is to engage pupils in systematic enquiry into significant human questions, which religion and worldviews address, so that they can develop the understanding and skills needed to appreciate and appraise varied responses to these questions, as well as develop responses of their own. 

At Brockley, we use RE as means to provoke challenging questions about meaning and purpose in life, beliefs about God, ultimate reality, issues of right and wrong and what it means to be human. We learn about, and from, religions and worldviews in local, national and global contexts, to discover, explore and consider different answers to these questions. Cross curriculum links provide pupils opportunities to weigh up the value of wisdom from different sources, to develop and express their insights in response, and to agree or disagree respectfully. Therefore, children will gain and deploy skills needed to understand, interpret and evaluate texts, sources of wisdom and authority and other evidence. They learn to articulate clearly and coherently their personal beliefs, ideas, values and experiences while respecting the right of others to differ.

The threefold aim of RE elaborates the principal aim.
1. Know about and understand a range of religions and worldviews
2. Express ideas and insights about the nature, significance and impact of religions and worldviews
3. Gain and deploy the skills needed to engage seriously with religions and worldviews, 


Implementation
This agreed syllabus requires that all pupils learn from Christianity in each key stage. In addition, pupils will learn from the principal religions represented in the UK, in line with the law. These are Islam, Hinduism, Sikhism, Buddhism and Judaism. Furthermore, children from families where non-religious worldviews are held are represented in almost all of our classrooms. These worldviews, including for example Humanism, will also be the focus for study.
Reception: Children will encounter Christianity and other faiths, as part of their growing sense of self, their own community and their place within it.
Key Stage 1: Christians, Muslims and Jewish people
Key Stage 2: Christians, Muslims, Hindus and Jewish people
RE is taught in a variety of different ways in order to make it the most accessible for the children. This may include weekly sessions, fortnightly sessions, focus days or a whole week. This equate to
Reception 36 hours of RE, e.g. 50 minutes a week or some short sessions implemented through continuous provision
Key Stage 1: 36 hours of tuition per year
(e.g. an hour a week, or less than an hour a week plus a series of RE days)
Key Stage 2: 45 hours of tuition per year
(e.g. an hour a week, or a series of RE days or weeks amounting to 45+ hours of RE)
Units of work are selected on a rolling programme to ensure that children are able to access units related to Believing, Expressing and Living over the course of their time at Brockley. These are changed each year to responds to the mixed aged classes. 

Impact
As a result of the RE teaching at Brockley, our children are able to share their understandings of different religions, similarities and differences. They are able to express their own opinions and beliefs, while listening with understanding and acceptance of different points of view and different belief systems.
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
