Intent
At Brockley Primary School we believe that art stimulates creativity, imagination and inventiveness. We believe that art gives our pupils the skills, concepts and knowledge necessary for them to express responses to ideas and experiences. It fires their imagination. We have high expectations of them to take pride in their artwork and this in turn, we hope will foster a love of art in our children.

Aims
At Brockley Primary School, we aim to:
· Implement the current legal requirements of the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) and the National Curriculum.
· Produce creative work, exploring the children’s ideas and recording their experiences. 
· Ensure that our pupils become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and a range of other art, craft and design techniques.
· Record, evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art, craft and design. 
· To ensure that children know about great artists, craft makers and designers and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms.



                                              
                                                 Implementation
Our art curriculum, has been agreed as a staff so that the importance and quality of our art work is consistent across the school. We use sketchbooks to record experience and imagination, to help the children develop their ideas and to show progression in their artistic ability. We encourage children to work on their own and collaborating with others on projects in two and three dimensions and on small and large scales. We use our topic planning for the term in order to encourage a cross curricular approach to art and incorporate art into our whole class displays, in order to showcase and celebrate children’s work. 
Key features of our art curriculum:
· High expectations for every child
· A cross curricular approach
· To produce creative work, exploring our children’s ideas and recording their experiences in sketch books which will be carried by the children throughout their time at school 
· An inclusive approach which helps all children to become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art
· An understanding of key historical artists and the impact they have had

Our approach places emphasis on nurturing the creative side of our children. We encourage a love for art and use this to build resilience and confidence in their ability as an artist and creator.                                                  Organisation of teaching and learning 
During a sequence of learning, our children will be provided with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design. They will also be taught how art and design both reflect and shape our history and culture.

                                                      Early Years Foundation Stage
In the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS), teaching is planned through adult supported teaching and learning following the EYFS framework. Continuous provision inside and outside provides daily opportunities for children to mark make and explore colour and textures. The children are given the early opportunity to begin to express their emotions through art. 
Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2
In Key Stage 1 (KS1) and Key Stage 2 (KS2), teaching follows the National Curriculum. As a school, we implement a cross curricular approach and fit art around our topic at the time. 
Planning 
At Brockley Primary School, we don’t currently follow a scheme and art planning for each topic is left to the teacher’s discretion. Long term plans map out the areas of art to be covered each term, for each class. Medium term plans identify learning objectives and outcomes for each unit as well as indicating the skills being taught. Short term plans, prepared by individual teachers, highlight the skills and objectives of the lesson, identify resources that will be used to support learning and show how all of the children will succeed. 
Resources
Each class typically has access to their own art resources in terms of paint, colouring pencils, sketch books etc. The school as a whole has access to a range of art resources in our resource room. 
Assessment
At Brockley, we assess our foundation subjects as teachers termly. This aids us in identifying aspects of art which children may not have yet covered or may be particularly weak in. 

                                              Monitoring Procedures 
The head teacher and art subject leader play a central role in the monitoring and evaluation of the quality of teaching and learning of art at Brockley Primary School.
Monitoring Strategies 
· ‘Book Looks’ conducted termly
· As a school, we do progress checks based on a progression document, in order to show progress throughout school. 



                                                        Impact
By the time our children leave Brockley Primary School we want them confident and capable in the fundamentals of art and have the capability to apply these skills within their own work. They should be able to: sketch, paint, create sculptures with a range of material and have knowledge about key artists through time. This will allow our children to move to secondary school with the basic skills needed to continue their creative journeys. 
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
